INVITATION

Dear Friends,

We are happy to inform you that thanks to successful fundraising the DPI Europe Assembly & the Seminar on the Experiences in Monitoring of Implementation of CRPD will be held on 2 – 4 September 2011 in Hungary. 

Location of the event at this time will be Balatonmáriafürdö at the lake Balaton, which is situated 170 kms from Budapest. But there is another small airport nearby  in Sármellék:  flights from Germany (Frankfurt, Düsseldorf, Hamburg, Berlin, Dresden, Leipzig and Erfurt) as well as from Moscow are coming there. 

Arrival is foreseen for 2nd September (Friday) in the morning, departure will be on 4th (Sunday) afternoon or evening. Plan this date please, and take care of booking your flight. MEOSZ will cover the local costs, like accomodation, meals and transport for 1-2 persons from each DPI E Assemblies, incl. Personal Assistants. For further persons the costs of accomodation are per person per day with breakfast: 5.500 HUF (21 EUR) in a double bedroom, and 6.500 HUF (25 EUR) in a single room. Meals cost cca. 12 EUR each. Delegates are kindly asked to arrive at the airport Sármellék as much as possible. 

The Lake Balaton, largest lake in Central Europe, to be found in the western part of Hungary, is one of the most outstanding touristical areas. The lake is 77 kms long,  1,3–14 kms wide, it has a surface of 594 square kms. Thermal baths nearby make this beautiful area even more attractive.

Venue will be the Guest House of Regens Wagner Foundation in Balatonmáriafürdő.  

The Foundation offers residence to people with mental handicap with other facilities. The whole building is adapted to the needs of people with physical disability. 

The topic of the Seminar will be to reveal at what stage is the implementation of the CRPD in the member countries, how CRPD monitoring systems has been functioning, what independent mechanisms have been established, if there is a disability ombudsman to support people who suffered violations. In all: what has been achieved so far. Members are kindly requested to give a report on all that, as well as on experiences concerning the Shadow Report: in what extent DPOs could particpate and contribute in creating it.

Topic of the General Assembly will be – among others – to finalise the new Constitution of DPI Europe and participation at DPI's 8th World Assembly to take place in Durban, South Africa on 10-13 October 2011.

Organisers will do their best to make your stay as pleasant as possible and all members are strongly invited to send their delegate. Only in this case we will have a successful event.
